Powers, duties and functions of the Sanggunian:

A Authorize the payment of compensation to a qualified person not in the
government service who fills up a temporary vacancy or grant
honorarium to any qualified official or employee designated to fill a
temporary vacancy in a concurrent capacity, at the rate authorized by
law

Organizational Structure and Staffing Pattern

Every LGU shall design and implement its own organizational
structure and staffing pattern taking into consideration its priority
needs, service requirements, and financial capabillities consistent
with the principles on simplicity, efficiency, economy, effectiveness
dynamism, and public accountability, subject to the minimum
standards and guidelines prescribed therefor by CSC.

An LGU may reorganize through the Sanggunian its present
organizational structure or alter its present staffing pattern in
accordance with laws pertinent to government reorganization and

Personnel Selection Board

There shall be established in every province, city or municipality a
personnel selection board to assist the local chief executive or,
where applicable, the presiding officer of the sanggunian, in the
judicious and objective selection of personnel for employment as
well as for promotion.

Personnel Selection Board

The personnel selection board shall be composed of the local chie
executive or his duly authorized representative as chairman, and
members to be determined by resolution of the sanggunian
concerned in accordance with civil service law, rules and
regulations.
